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1. Overview  
The Health and Retirement Study (HRS) is a national longitudinal study of the economic, health, 
marital, and family status, as well as public and private support systems, of older Americans. The 
HRS is a rich source of longitudinal, cross-sectional data for researchers and policymakers who 
study aging. Funding for the Health and Retirement Study is provided by the National Institute on 
Aging at NIH (U01 AG009740), with supplemental support from the Social Security Administration. 
The study is conducted by the Institute for Social Research (ISR) at the University of Michigan.  

2. Obtaining the Data 
2a. Restricted Data Agreement  
This restricted data set is intended for exclusive use by you and the persons (if any) specified in 
your restricted data agreement. Access to this data set is limited to users whose applications for 
restricted data have been approved by the Health and Retirement Study and the University of 
Michigan.  

2b. Access to Restricted Data  
Although most HRS data sets are available to the public without restriction, certain HRS data sets 
contain sensitive respondent information and are only available under terms of a formal 
agreement negotiated between the researcher and HRS. Prospective users of HRS restricted 
geocode data may obtain access through the MiCDA Enclave Virtual Desktop Infrastructure.

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3. Data Set Content 
This version of the Cross-Wave Industry/Occupation data set contains industry and occupation 
data for HRS, AHEAD, CODA, War Baby, Early Boomer, Mid Boomer, Late Boomer, and Early Gen X 
respondents. This information is gathered in the baseline interview and updated in subsequent 
years if changes occur. To use these data, replace the industry and occupation codes in the public 
release with the corresponding variables in the restricted data release. Researchers should be 
aware that not all job categories are represented in the HRS sample. See Appendix B of this 
document for an overview of industrial classifications and occupation codes reported by 
respondents in baseline years 1992, 1998, 2004, 2010, 2016, and 2022.  The file matches the 
version of the tracker file (Tracker 2022) 1 current at build time. It has 46,766 records, which are 
uniquely identified by Household Identifier (HHID) and Person Number (PN).  

A user guide, Health and Retirement Study Occupation and Industry Coding (HRS Documentation 
Report DR-021), explains the rules used in coding industry and occupation information. It is 
available on the HRS Web site and is also included with this distribution set.

In July-August 2017 and again in March-April 2023, the codebook and syntax files for this 
restricted data product were extensively revised to provide users with clear explanations of how 
variables were asked and coded within each wave.  

As illustrated in the picture below, these codebook changes were made: 
1. Each variable received a new label/description. 
2. The old label is kept in the notes section for reference purposes.   
3. Logic statements were prepended to the variable text to clarify which subset of 

respondents was asked. 

 
1 The HRS tracker file is created to facilitate the use of HRS data within and across waves. It contains one record for 
every person who was ever eligible to be interviewed in any wave.  The tracker file version used in preparation of this 
dataset (Tracker 2022, Final) covers all types of interviews (core, exit, and post-exit) for 1992 through the 2022 
interviewing year.
